Cycle Research Paper

Objective:

To practice researching skills, & clearly demonstrate understanding of the properties of water and the water cycle in Earth’s atmosphere as well as another Nutrient Cycle.  
Method: 

#1 - Using the internet Google, “Earth’s water cycle.”  The first link should be to Windows to the Universe (http://www.windows.ucar.edu/tour/link=/earth/Water/water_cycle.html) .  Use this site along with your textbook to research and write a paper that clearly explains the unique properties of water and its journey though the environment.

#2 – Identify and use two new sources to research ONE of the biogeochemical cycles (Nitrogen, Phosphorus, Carbon). You may use your text book as a reference, but not as a source.  Present this information to your group using any means appropriate.
Requirements: 

#1 – Water cycle-Write a short paper that does the following:
*Describes the water cycle
*Describes the physical properties of water & how they affect its role in life.
*Describes the relationships between humans and the water cycle?

-Be sure to answer the following questions in you paper: What is precipitation?  How do mountains affect precipitation?  What is infiltration?  How are plants a part of this process?  What is ground water? Describe the movement of ground water.  What is the water table?  What is an aquifer?  What is evaporation? What is transpiration?  Why is the ocean salty?  What does water have to do with atmospheric carbon dioxide? 
#2 – Nutrient Cycle-Create an audiovisual presentation that does the following:
*Describes the cycle.  

*Notes places the nutrient is stored, ways it changes forms, and way is travels through the spheres.  *Considers effects humans have on the cycle and ways to change out impact.
