Procedures for Our Classroom
Morning Procedure:


1.
Put coat, lunch, backpack, etc. on hook and in cubby.


2.
Check morning message and complete any morning work.


3.
Have all books and school materials ready in your desk.


4.
Sharpen 2 pencils for the day.


5.
Have an “A.R.” book with you at all times for silent reading.


6.
Have your planner ready to be checked.


7.
Listen to morning announcements.  NO TALKING!

Dismissal Procedure:


1.
Fill in your planner with all homework and test information.


2.
Collect everything you need to take home.  Do not leave anything under or on



your desk.  It may not be there the following morning.


3.
Do you classroom job, if you have one.


4.
Get your belongings from the back of the room.


5.
Return to your seat and wait quietly until you are dismissed.

Procedure for walking in halls:


1.
Line up in single file when you are called.


2.
Move quietly, walk on the right side of the hall, and stay in line.
Procedure for group work:


1.
You are responsible for your own job and the results of the group.


2.
If you have a question, ASK YOUR GROUP BUDDIES FIRST.


3.
You MUST be willing to help if a GROUP BUDDY asks for help.  COOPERATE!


4.
If no one in your group can answer the question, agree on a single question and



appoint one person to raise his/her hand for help from the teacher.

I hope you are as excited as I am about this new school year, and I am looking forward to working with you.  In order to maintain a more productive classroom, a modified form of assertive discipline will be used.  This plan makes my students and parents aware of expectations within the classroom, limiting unacceptable behaviors.  The ultimate goal is to allow for each student to achieve his/her very best and to make students responsible for his/her own behavior.

My general classroom rules are:


1.
Listen to and follow directions the first time they are given.


2.
Respect others at all times.  Keep hands, feet, objects, & unkind comments to yourself.


3.
Raise your hand and wait for permission to speak.  Do not interrupt.


4.
Follow all classroom procedures given (see back for classroom procedures).

5.
Always come to class prepared.  Have homework, books, and supplies ready for the day.
My discipline program works as follows:

· Each checkmark = 5 minutes of lost recess.  Missing/incomplete homework will be completed at this time
· 5 checks in one week = parent notification
· Severe violations / disruptions will result in immediate referral to principal / guidance counselor
The list will be tallied weekly.  Students receiving no checks will be given incentives or rewards.  Rewards may include: verbal praise, stickers, treats, extra free time, special class activities, etc.

Checkmarks will be given for the following infractions:


1.
Unprepared for class


2.
Planners missing 


3.
Disruptive behavior


4.
Homework missing or incomplete


5.
Not following directions

6.
Inattentiveness or not on task
