~Given a worksheet the student will be able to complete 8 out of 9 problems.
~Student will be able relate to the character’s predicament to real life situations.

III. Subject Matter 

-Quarter is 25 cents, or 25 c, and quarters are silver, round and bigger than all the rest. On the Quarter is George Washington.
-Nickels are 5 cents, or 5 c, and nickels are silver, round and the second biggest. On the Nickel is President Thomas Jefferson
-Pennies are 1 cents, or 1 c, and pennies are copper (not brown), and the second smallest. On the penny is Abraham Lincoln.
-Dimes are 10 cents, or 10 c, and dimes are silver, round and the smallest of all coins. On the dime is Franklin D. Roosevelt
-5 nickels = 1 quarter, 

2 nickels = 1 dime
-5 pennies = 1 nickel,

10 pennies = 1 dime,

25 pennies = 1 quarter

IV. Implementation 

A. Introduction:

-Hello, my name is Ms. Maria.

**HOOK**
-Hold up a laminated Quarter, (repeat for dime, nickel, and penny) and ask:

    
-What is this?

    
-How much is this?

   
 -What color is it?

   
 -Pick a student to come up to the board to write the amount.
***WHERE*WHY*WHAT***
** Today we will be figuring out ways to get to fifty cents by subtracting or adding using a story. We will also review different change amounts. I will be walking around to make sure you are following along.**
***ORGANIZED: teacher-guided***
-Coin laminations will be posted on the board. Students have their coins on the tables and can follow along…
 
 -How do we make 10 cents, 7 cents, 15 cents, 23 cents 25 cents?

-Write cents amounts on board then show the students a couple of ways to make 

change.


-Lets try to make 32 cents… All the students will create 30 cents with 


their coins.


-Lets try to make 45 cents… 53 cents… 60 cents… 

B. Development:

- (As I read the book I will have my own stash of laminated coins on the 


board that I can play along.)
- Students have coins to use and place on a small plate. 
***EXPLORATION/EXPERIENCE*** and    ***W*W*W***
- When we want to buy something at a store we need to know how much we have and how much can we buy. In this book Penny has a problem. We need to listen carefully and maybe penny could find a way to solve her problem. This may have happened to you when you were at the Hanover Festival in July.
***Tailored***  and   *** ORGANIZED: concrete activities ***
I will read the book- The Penny Pot by Stuart Murphy…
Page 5- face painting cost 50cents.

Page 7- Jessie has 3 dimes, 1 nickel, and 4 pennies = 39 cents

- Each student must find each coin and place them in Jessie’s dish, then 


count the coins and tell me how much money she has.
-Does she have enough?

Page 11- Miguel has a quarter, a nickel, two dimes, and 3 pennies = 53 cents


-What do we have to do to only have 50 cent?


- count your coins until 50 and stop, what ever is left we will put into 


Fran’s Penny Pot (3 cents).

Page 15- Rachel and little sister Sam had a quarter, a dime, two nickels, and seven 

pennies = 52 cents.


--What do we have to do to only have 50 cent?


- count your coins until 50 and stop, if there is change left, we will put into 


Fran’s Penny Pot (2 cents).

-LOOK AT FRAN’S PENNY POT!  How many pennies are in her pot now?- 5

STOP! Do Not Read How much Jonathan has!

Page 19- Jonathan has 3 dimes, 3 nickels, and 9 pennies = 54 cents


-What do we have to do to only have 50 cent?


- count your coins until 50 and stop, what ever is left we will put into 


Fran’s Penny Pot (4 cents).

-WOW-LOOK AT FRAN’S PENNY POT!  


-How many pennies are in her pot now? - 9 cents

Page 23- Annie has 2 dimes, 4 nickels, 13 pennies = 53 cents 


-What do we have to do to only have 50 cent?


- count your coins until 50 and stop, what ever is left we will put into 


Fran’s Penny Pot (3 cents).  


-Fran’s penny pot should have 12 cents.

Page 27- Jessie has how much money in her pot? 39 cents


 - We are going to take one penny at a time out of the penny pot and place 


it in Jessie’s pot.


 -Lets count our pennies, all together, and one at a time.

-Does she have enough money?

- It looks like Jessie has enough money to get her face painted. 

- What should we do with the extra penny?
**Do you think Jessie will still get her face painted and why? **
Page 29- What do you think Jessie will get her face painted?



- A cat, that looks like Chester.

- Worksheet will be collected just to see if they understand.
