Reminders of Sig. Fig. Rules 
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Count Rule 1: 
Non-zero digits always count

Count Rule 2: 
In a number less than 1, leading zeroes never count

Count Rule 3: 
Zeroes between non-zero digits always count

Count Rule 4: 
Zeroes at the end of decimal digits always count

Count Rule 5: 
Zeroes in a whole number only count if there’s a decimal after them or a bar above them.

Operation Rule 1: Addition & Subtraction:

Restricted by the fewest number of decimal places

Operation Rule 2: Multiplication & Division:

Restricted by the fewest number of sig. figures
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
