STUDENT SKETCHBOOKS:  ART 1
As Art 1 students, you are provided with a student sketchbook in which you are expected to make at least 10 entries each grading period.  You are asked to contribute at least one hour of your own personal time toward each entry.  You may work from a still life or your surroundings, unless an image is more convenient for that particular entry.  Please avoid working purely from your imagination.  For your skills to grow, you must practice studying your subject closely by looking for subtle changes in shape, color, and value and by then recording your observations onto paper.  Entries are expected to be well composed original ideas and will therefore be uniquely interesting.  You will discover the topics for the entire semester listed below.

1.  Artist’s choice

2. The human hand – a variety of several different angles and positions.

3. Folded paper – very angular shapes and subtle shadows will create depth.

4. An open drawer with its contents.

5. Reflective/Metallic objects – assortment of tools, silverware, etc. with contrast.

6. Artist’s choice
7. The human eye – a variety of several different angles and expressions.

8. Cloth or drapery – pleats and folds should display subtle soft edge shadows.
9. An open cupboard, closet, or doorway.

10. Transparency –objects will distort as they show through glassware, crystal…

12. The human mouth – a variety of several different angles and expressions.

13.  Depict “Strength” or “Weakness”. 

14.  Lyrics or inspirational verse – journal the words with fitting images and lettering.   

15.  Textural objects – a variety of several different surfaces/textures.

17.   Self-Portrait

18.   Interior – use perspective to create depth.
19.   One word – use the elements of design to make it fittingly beautiful.
20.   Extreme Close-up – verging on non-objective.
