As you select each image, double-check to see that it is the correct ink type, size, and subject for that category, then clearly label the image (with the letter assigned to that category) and place it in order inside your picture file folder.  Please pay attention to the quantity as well.

Do a GREAT JOB on this assignment.  It prepares you for the entire semester and is worth 100 points.

	Black & White 

OR Color
	One frame
	Cartoon:  if cut from a comic strip the chosen frame should make sense out of context.  No silhouettes.  This is the ONLY category where cartoons will be accepted.

or larger
	Objects against the sky:  find buildings, trees, birds or other foreground objects that overlap the sky.  The edges of the objects should be detailed and distinct.  Silhouettes are accepted.

	Portrait:  showing strong contrast between dark, medium, and light.  The portrait (face) should measure 4 X 6 or larger and must be black & white.  A good black & white photocopy of a colored image will be accepted.

	Natural settings:  choose black & white landscapes, animals, still life, cityscape, waterscape, sports scenes, action shots, but NO portraits this time.

VOCABULARY:

REALISTIC:  like a photograph.

SILHOUETTE:  objects appear dark due to strong back-lighting (as if seen against a sunset or bright light).

CONTRAST:  very different shades or colors within a small area, due to strong light.  

PORTRAIT:  a person’s face as the subject of art (as when we have our school portraits taken).

LANDSCAPE:  any outdoor area as the subject of art.

STILL LIFE: an arrangement of inanimate objects as the subject of art.  (One object by itself is not a still life.)

FOREGROUND:  the area in the picture that appears to be closest to the viewer.
