	Opening Questions (Identify main ideas from the text.): 


What is the most challenging idea?  (share the p # & key words)  


Why is that idea challenging?





Core Questions (Focus/analyze textual details.):


What is “capital” according to this text? (as is seen on p 202)





Quote from Marx, p 203 reads: “National one-sidedness and narrow-mindedness become more and more impossible, and from the numerous national and local literatures there arises a world literature.”  What do you think about his statement? Do you Agree to disagree?


   


How does the structure of this text influence how you read it?





p. 204 last paragraph—


“The biggest source of friction, of course, has always been the nation-state…” what does this suggest about the idea of a flat world?





Closing Questions (Personalize and apply the textual ideas.):


How does this text, the great sorting out, the flattening of our world suggest we do education in the U.S.?
