antonyms Hot is to cold as fast is to slow.

word to quality

Celebrity is to famous as expert is to skilled.

sequence

Afternoon is to evening as lunch is to dinner.

item to category

Poodle is to dog as basketball is to sport.

cause and effect

Happiness is to smiles as sadness is to tears.

degree

Loud is to roaring as tasty is to delicious.

tool and user

Pencil is to writer as brush is to painter.

object and action

Horn is to blow as guitar is to strum.

product and producer

Egg is to chicken as milk is to cow.

part and whole

Leaf is to tree as petal is to flower.
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
