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Singular Indefinite Pronouns
You know that the pronoun is singular if it ends in any of these words: 

· body 

· thing 

· one
· other (but not “others”)

If you combine any word on the left with any word on the right, it creates a singular indefinite pronoun.
	an (any)
	body

	no
	thing

	every
	one

	some
	other


Examples: 
“an” combined with “other” = “another”

“no” combined with “thing” = “nothing”
