Example of General Education Instructional Activity: 
STUDENT OBJECTIVE: Students will summarize text, using details to support their summary

INSTRUCTION AND ACTIVITIES:

1.
Read the poem “The Dream Keeper” by Langston Hughes to the students.  Do not share the title of the poem at this time.

2.
Ask students to explain what they think the poem is about using their own words.  Record their responses on chart paper or the board requesting that they elaborate as needed.  

3.
Explain to students that they have just summarized the poem; discuss what the word summary means. 

4.
Ask the students to brainstorm when they may need to summarize material. Stretch their examples to cover all of the content areas. 

5.
Reread the students’ summaries of the poem.

6.
Ask students to summarize the poem again, but this time direct them to choose only one word that captures the meaning of the entire poem.  Have them write it on a note card/one-word summary card.

7.
Record students’ word selections on the board or chart paper. When students volunteer their one-word summaries, ask them to provide details from the poem that support their choice. 

8.
Review the list of words and ask the students to reach consensus on the one word that best sums up the entire poem. 

9.
Ask students to predict the title of the poem and then have them compare their predicted title to the actual title.  Discuss.

10.
Individually, in pairs, or small groups assign a poem, short story, or other fiction piece and instruct students to read the piece. 

11.
Working alone or in their groups, have students explain what they think the piece is about using their own words.

12.
Direct students to choose only one word that captures the meaning of the entire piece and share and discuss their one-word summary with their group or a peer.  Ask them to provide details to support their choice.  

13.
Closure:  Ask students to compare their one-word summary with the title.  Discuss.

(Ask students to do the opposite and write a poem after being given only one word.)

Read the poem “The Dream Keeper” by Langston Hughes to the students and provide music to convey mood, supported pictures/symbols, photographs, objects, and modified copy of the poem which incorporates tactile cues and symbols mounted on cardstock with Velcro.  Do not share the title of the poem at this time.
2. Ask students to explain what they think the poem is about using their own words.  (Students may use sign language, augmentative devices, symbol cards, picture cards, photographs, manipulate objects, and/or move Velcro pieces.)  Record their responses on chart paper or the board requesting that they elaborate as needed.  
3. Explain to students that they have just summarized the poem; discuss what the word summary means. 

4. Ask the students to brainstorm when they may need to summarize material. Stretch their examples to cover all of the content areas. Cue students to use picture/symbol cards and/or objects if needed. 

5. Reread the students’ summaries of the poem.
6. Ask students to summarize the poem again, but this time direct them to choose only one idea that captures the meaning of the entire poem.  Have them display one picture/symbol card, photograph, object, and/or one Velcro piece. 

7. Record students’ word selections on the board or chart paper. When students volunteer their one-idea summaries, ask them to provide details from the poem that support their choice. (Provide and guide students to respond utilizing gestures, tactile cues, switch devices matched with objects, and/or move Velcro pieces.)  
8. Review the list of words and ask the students to reach consensus on the one word that best sums up the entire poem. 

9. Ask students to predict the title of the poem and then have them compare their predicted title to the actual title.  Discuss.  
10. Individually, in pairs, or small groups assign a poem, short story, or other fiction piece and instruct students to read the piece. (Guide students to use gestures and tactile cues to denote key ideas/concepts in the poem.)  
11. Working alone or in their groups, have students explain what they think the piece is about using their own words.  (Provide and guide students to respond utilizing gestures, tactile cues, switch devices matched with objects, and/or move Velcro pieces.)  
12. Direct students to choose only one word or piece of music that captures the meaning of the entire reading.  Have them share and discuss their one-word summary or piece of music with their group or a peer.  Ask them to provide details to support their choice.  (Provide and guide students to respond utilizing gestures, tactile cues, switch devices matched with objects, and/or move Velcro pieces.)  
13. Closure:  Ask students to compare their one-word summary with the title.  Discuss. (Provide and guide students to respond utilizing gestures, tactile cues, switch devices matched with objects, and/or move Velcro pieces.)
