Research Project: Fancy Folder

The research project should include information that directly relates to the unit. The book should include adaptation(s) such as: mimicry, camouflage, water retention, hibernation, and migration. 

Materials:

· a file folder – your teacher will give you one

· lined notebook paper

· one sheet of unlined paper 

· crayons/colored pencils 

· scissors and glue

Directions:

1. Choose a nonfiction book about animal adaptations that is at your reading level. It must be at least 50 pages. Get the book approved by your teacher.

2. Read the book by yourself. 

3. Get a file folder from your teacher.

4. Decorate the front cover of the folder with the book title, author, your full name, and a colorful picture about the book.

5. Write a summary of the book on lined paper (use a pencil or a pen please). Glue it on the inside left side of the folder.

6. Draw an important event or fact from the book on a half-sheet of unlined paper. Label it so that we know what it represents. Glue the drawing on the inside of the folder at the top of the right side. 

7. Write your opinion of the book on a half-sheet of lined paper. Be sure to tell why you did or didn’t like the book. Glue it on the inside of the folder at the bottom of the right side.

8. Draw and label the important characters on the back of the folder.

9. Be prepared to show and share your folder on the due date.
