Nucleoid in center of cell

Plasma membrane surrounding cell,

Capsid surrounding plasma membrane

Cell wall surrounding capsid

Pili and flagellum protruding from cell

Ribosomes in cytoplasm

Appropriate selection of materials to represent each structure’s function
