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Biome Data Chart Instructions

Directions: Your group will construct a Biome Data Chart. The following information will be on the Biome Data Chart: Name of biome, characteristics of the biome, an illustration, and other interesting facts. Follow the directions carefully.
Materials:
· Biome Information Cards A–H
· Biome Data Chart
· Biome Pictures

· small box of animal crackers
· crayons, pencils, colored pencils, or markers
· glue
· scissors
· poster board
Steps:

A. Read each of the biome information cards. As a group, match the biome description with its correct name and write it on the Biome Data Chart.

B. List several biotic and abiotic characteristics for each biome on the Biome Data Chart.
C. Based on the descriptions, use crayons and markers to construct a picture of each biome to include examples of plants and animals that would thrive there. If your group has difficulty constructing illustrations representing the biomes, ask your teacher for support. Attach the pictures to the Biome Data Chart.
D. Glue each animal cracker to the appropriate biome. Some animals may live in more than one biome.
E. Discuss any interesting facts you have learned about each biome and include them on the Biome Data Chart.
