Picture should show a green celery stalk with green leaves.


	Draw a picture of the celery several hours after it was placed in the water.

Picture should show the celery stalk with colored xylem tubes and leaves.


How did the celery stalk change?

After placing the celery in colored water for several hours, the stem and leaves changed color.
How does water travel through a plant?

Capillary action pulls the water through the xylem tubes of a plant.

Procedure:


Fill a beaker or tall glass about two-thirds full of water.


Add 5–10 drops of food coloring.


With a sharp knife, carefully cut about an inch (2 cm) off the bottom of the stalk.


Cut it at a slight angle and try not to “crush” the tubes.


Keep the leaves attached to the top.
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
