Directions:

· For this activity, each student from the Home group will go to one of five stations. At these stations, you will be given materials to read to understand one type of species interaction. At this station, you will read over the definition and examples for the interaction.

· After reading the definition and examples, talk with your Station group to decide how to put the definition into your own words so that you can explain it to the Home group. You should take notes on the information because you will not be allowed to take the papers back to your Home group.

· Also, brainstorm and come up with at least one other example for the interaction in order to better explain it to your group.

· After about ten minutes, you will be sent back to your Home group where you will have about 15 minutes to take turns explaining the species interaction you learned to your Home group members. Take notes on each of the five types of interactions.
