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Phases of Mitosis Directions

Objective: Your group will make a prediction about how mitosis proceeds from one phase to another by placing the pictures in the correct sequence.

Directions:
1.
You have four pictures. Each picture represents a phase of mitosis. Take 1-2 minutes to analyze each picture.

2.
You may use the skills listed below to assist you in analyzing the pictures:

a) Observing: Using the senses to gather information about an object or event.
b) Inferring: Making an "educated guess" about an object or event based on previously gathered data or information.
c) Measuring: Using both standard and nonstandard measures, and estimates to describe the dimensions of an object or event.
d) Communicating: Using words or graphic symbols to describe an action, object or event.
e) Classifying: Grouping or ordering objects or events into categories based on properties or criteria.
f) Predicting: Stating the outcome of a future event based on a pattern of evidence.

Use the inquiry slips to write down facts, request information, and create a systematic investigation to help your group come up with a group consensus about the sequential order of mitosis.
4.
One person should begin to write an inquiry statement about picture 1, and then pass the paper to the next group member until all group members have provided a statement. Repeat the process for pictures 2–4.
