In this activity, you will work as a group to write and perform a skit in which each of you has the role of a cell structure. Not everyone has to have a long speaking part, but each person should have a clear role. Represent the following structures in your skit:

	Chloroplast

Endoplasmic reticulum

Golgi apparatus

Lysosome
	Mitochondrion

Nucleus

Ribosome

Vacuole


First, review the roles of each cell structure. Then, brainstorm how each cell structure might relate to a person or object inside a restaurant. For example, a cell wall could be the restaurant’s walls, with doors that open to let materials in and out.

Choose people for the following roles:

Director

Writers

Narrator (Optional)

Props

Actors (Each of you will act at least one cell structure.)

Each actor should have a sign or a way to identify which role s/he is playing.
