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are isolated from each other.

The lizards become two unique populations living in 

different environments.

Each population changes over successive generations. 

Due to natural selection, the island population will evolve with

 adaptations to the new environment.

Each population also changes over time due to mutations and 

random differences in the genes of the organisms.

The two populations lose the ability to breed with one another.

Over time, the island population may become a separate species

 from the mainland population.
