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Building a Portfolio

The assignments for this unit will be used as part of the unit end Performance Assessment. You are responsible for completing the assignments and keeping them in a folder or notebook to be turned in at the end of the unit. Be sure to:

· Follow directions for each assignment and include all required materials.

· Label each assignment appropriately with the title of the assignment and your name.

Satisfactory completion of the following assignments is required for the Performance Assessment:

Lesson 1: Analysis of Political Cartoons
Collect two or three political cartoons. For each cartoon, analyze the message and techniques used to present the message.
· Write an analysis of the techniques used in the cartoon that express the artist’s position.

· Include the cartoon or a copy of the cartoon with its analysis.

Lesson 2: Analysis of Propaganda Techniques in Advertising

Collect advertisements to demonstrate each of the ten following propaganda techniques: bandwagon, plain folks, testimonial, authority, red herring, emotional appeal, statistics, tech talk, wily/weasel words, and kiros.

· Write an analysis of each advertisement. The analysis should identify and define the advertising technique.

· Include the advertisement or a copy of the advertisement with its analysis.
Lesson 3: Dialogue
Work with a partner to choose a statement. Then write a dialogue to determine the truth of the statement. Include the statement and the names of both partners in the portfolio. Follow these guidelines:

· Use the question and discussion pattern in your dialogue.

· Stay limited to reasoning through the claim as Socrates directed.

· Be alert for logical fallacies and counter them appropriately in the dialogue.

· Continue the dialogue until you reach a definite truth about the claim.

· Evaluate, revise, and edit the dialogue before submitting it.
