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How-to Reference Sheet

How to make a stem-and-leaf plot:

· First make a column of the tens digits of the data in order from least to greatest. You can determine what values to use based on the range of numbers. These are the stems.

· Then record the ones digits for each item in a data set in order from least to greatest. Be sure to include the ones digits with its corresponding tens digit. These are the leaves.

· Make a key to explain what the stems and leaves represent.

How to make a histogram:

· First decide on the grouping intervals that would best represent the data in your data set. (0–5, 10–20, 40–60)

· Then create a frequency table to help determine how many items are represented by each interval.

· Choose a scale for the y-axis.
· Construct a bar for each interval based on the frequency table.
