Dog Years, by Sally Warner
After his father is imprisoned, Case switches to a new school.

Masks, by Gloria Hatrick

Crash, by Jerry Spinelli
The kid with the nickname “Crash” reconsiders his tough, aggressive behavior after befriending a Quaker boy.

The Frog Princess Of Pelham, by Ellen Conford
Danny's kiss turns Chandler into a frog, and his attempts to change her back land them on a TV talk show.

Clara and the Hoodoo Man, by Elizabeth Partridge
When her sister is near death, Clara risks seeking the help of the herbal healer her mother calls a hoodoo man.

Wreck Of the Zanzibar, by Michael Monpurgo
In 1907, Laura, living with her family on the Isles of Scilly, participates in a shipwreck rescue.
