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Purr-suasion Transitions
IN ADDITION to using concrete evidence and respectable persuasion techniques, certain transition words and phrases can smooth the flow of an argument. SIMILARLY, these phrases can subtly indicate to the reader the direction your argument is leading. Transitions may be used at the beginning of a paragraph BUT subtly work between sentences and within sentences AS WELL.
