Choose a scale for the vertical axis that is appropriate for your data combined into 4 seasons. Label it. Make 12 equally spaced tick marks along the horizontal axis. Label each one with a month; start with December, then Jan., Feb., etc. Connect each 3-month set and put the season below it (winter, spring, summer, fall). Using the birthday data by season, draw 4 bars (1 for each season) to the correct height for the 3 months of that season combined. Bars will touch each other. (There will not be space on the sides between them).
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
