Writing the Narrative Essay
· Topic: Write about a day/moment you felt proud, disappointed, or surprised. Focus on one moment or day.

· Main Point: Before you begin outlining or drafting, decide on your essay’s main point or theme. What did you learn from the experience? What makes this day or moment stand out from others?
· Point of View: Write in first-person point of view (I, me, my, we, us, our).

· Include story elements (characters, setting, problem, resolution, and theme).

· Show; don’t tell. Use action, dialogue, imagery, and precise language.
· Organization:

· Title: Create an interesting title that hints at your story’s point or theme without giving away the ending.

· Introduction: Begin your story with action, dialogue, imagery, or emotion. Give a general statement or hint about your story’s main point.

· Body: Organize the events of your story into chronological order, and use transitions to pace your story.

· Conclusion: Close with a statement that directly gives the essay’s main point.
